Information for performers
About the Festival

The 5th Stroud Theatre Festival will take place on Friday 29th September to 1st October 2017, with 25 companies performing different and varied shows to demonstrate the wide variety of theatre that is on offer.

There are 6 venues:

The George Room at the Subscription Rooms is an 60 seater venue 

The Kendrick Room at the Subscription Rooms is an 40 seater venue 

The British School is a 50 seater venue

The Old Town Hall is a 70 seater venue

We are also looking at two smaller pub venues which will hold approximately 20 people

Because of costs and funding this year we are scaling down the size of the venues and we are also looking for street performances.

We are looking for as wide a range of theatre as possible from storytelling to physical theatre, from lively comic works to serious thought provoking drama, from children’s and family shows to more adult shows.

We are also looking for workshops for children, families and professionals. If you are interested in hosting a workshop please let us know.

Each venue will be staffed with a technical team and volunteer front of house staff.
The money side of things
Participating companies pay a £ 35.00 fee to help towards venue costs and be included in the festival brochure.

Due to changes in funding, this year we need to raise ticket prices slightly to cover the cost of venues. Ticket prices will be £7.00 and £5.00. Performers will receive £6.00 and £4.00 from each ticket sold. There will be a Stroudie Special which gives 6 tickets for the price of 5.

Please note we do not cover travel or accommodation for visiting companies, but will help providing information on best value bed and breakfasts and hotels and possibly "billeting" in people's houses.

Performance timings

As with other fringe Theatre festivals it is hoped that most shows will be around 60 minutes long. Get-ins and get-outs are very limited in time – no longer than 15 minutes. Certain longer shows may be included in the programme by prior consultation.

Organisers

The event is being run by Spaniel in the Works Theatre Company from Stroud, in conjunction with staff at the venues. Please bear with us as we only have a small staff and are a producing company ourselves we may not always be able to reply straight away.

Deadline for submissions

The deadline for submissions is midnight on the 30th June. No further companies can take part after that date.
